SYNTHESIS PAPER:

CITATION GUIDELINES

If you refer to the author in the text of your paper, you do not need to include the author’s name in the parenthetical citation.  If you do not have the author’s name in the text, you must include the author’s name in the first parenthetical citation for that work.

Examples:

Lord of the Flies

“Quote quote quote quote quote” (Golding 84). 

“Quote quote quote quote quote” (112).

Anthem

“Quote quote quote quote quote” (Rand 41).

“Quote quote quote quote quote” (92).

“The Most Dangerous Game”

“Quote quote quote quote quote” (Connell 39).

“Quote quote quote quote quote” (56).

“Harrison Bergeron”

“Quote quote quote quote quote” (Vonnegut 134).

“Quote quote quote quote quote” (138).

The Odyssey is a different story because you need to cite the translator.  Follow the guidelines below for various texts and handouts.

Books 1-5:   “Quote quote quote quote quote” (Fagles I. 103).  

    (Translator Book Number. Line Number)

Handout about the Cyclops (starts on page 214):  Follow the guidelines above

Anything from the text book, including the handout entitled “Part II: Coming Home”

   “Quote quote quote quote quote” (Fitzgerald XXI. 925).

(Translator Book Number. Line Number)

Handout on Aelous, Laestrygonians, Circe: “Quote quote quote quote quote” (“Chapter 3” 88).

Handout on Helios: “Quote quote quote quote quote” (“The Story of Odysseus” 145).
