Emotional Map

Trace the emotional status quo of your character, the events that challenge this, and the character’s resulting status quo. You will need to carefully review your assigned chapters. Please complete the following steps:

1. Examine the events and actions in your assigned chapters and find the BEST word to describe the EMOTION for your character.
2. In ONE word identify the major feeling/emotion of your character.

a. Remember, you are stating their feeling, not their attitude or actions. For example, do not use tyrannical or arrogant for Jack because that is not what he is feeling. These words reflect his behavior, style of leadership, and his attitude.

b. Your word will state not what the character is or does, but what you think the character feels.
3. Using the thesaurus, decide which word captures the character’s emotion the best. After you find the word in the thesaurus, it is crucial that you then check that word in the dictionary to insure that your word is the right word and that it also conveys an emotion. Once you have your word, record it on the master list for your chapter.

4. The final task is to create a graphic representation of your character’s emotion. You may use colors, pictures, or symbols for your character map. We will post these around the room, so please take pride in the appearance of your graphic.

 

Your goal is to explain the character using a combination of pictures and words. You will have one class period to prepare. In addition, you will present your graphic during the next class period.

Your graphic will include the following:


Your character’s name.


Your chapters.


Your word that describes the emotion.


The simplistic definition of your word. 


3 quotations that support/illustrate the emotion. Be sure to include proper citations. We will review this as a class.


Label type of characterization next to quotation-- Indirect (actions, speech, etc.) or direct.


A symbol that reflects the emotion. Your symbols should be insightful, not literal. Include explanation for symbol on your poster.
